eLesson: Easy money. This was

a new Playmobil Ice Cream Parlor
kit for kids 3+. The box had been
opened, but all the pieces were still
in the original sealed plastic baggies.
It was quick and simple to list (it
only required one photo) and easy
to ship (it fit inside a priority-mail
flat-rate box). So, if you've got any
unopened toys lying around, get
them on eBay ASAP.

ONCE-LOVED DVDS
Opening bid: $.99 (plus $2.98
shipping)

Winning bid: $4.25

eLesson: To sell DVDs, just type

in the ISBN bar—c_ode number, and
eBay will automatically post a full
description of the DVD with a cover
photo. Also, | shipped with “media
mail,” a service that cuts costs for
any media like books, videos, and
video games.
When the
shipping
price goes
down, the
bids get
higher.

BARELY PLAYED
VIDEO GAME
Opening bid: $.99 (plus $4.80
shipping)

Winning bid: $10.01

elesson: Selling video games on
eBay is simple, just as with DVDs.
Type in the ISBN number and you’ve
got an insta-listing. It’s basically

no work—you don't have to post
photos or write anything to show
your bidders what you're selling.
Once the auction is over, stick your
item in a flat-rate envelope to ensure
you’ll have zero hassle when you're
at the post office.
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WORN-OUT MARY JANES
Opening bid: $.99 (plus $4.80 shipping)

Winning bid: $3.26

elesson: Wowzer. Never thought these would sell. The shoes were really,

really worn, with gunk and glitter stuck in the soles—all my photos
showed this. Even though they brought in just over $3, it was more
than | expected. | think classic items like these, no matter how worn
they are, will always sell for something.
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
